BHS Stage 4 / BHSQ Level 4
What to do if you have previously achieved or started older versions of BHS qualifications

BHS qualifications are regularly reviewed and updated, as a result the content of our qualifications will
change slightly over time. It is vital that we do this to ensure the qualifications remain current and relevant.

BHS qualifications are awarded by British Horse Society Qualifications (BHSQ). BHSQ Stage 4 Qualifications
are listed on page 2.

If you have achieved part or all of a previous version of the Stage 4 Care, Lunge, Ride or Coach and would
like to return to the BHS to take further assessments at Stage 4, you may be required to 'top up' your
skills and knowledge and evidence your currency in the industry to be awarded a BHSQ qualification. This
may include an additional assessment and/or a BHS Assessor reference.

The process to ‘top up’ and evidence your currency is only required if you want to achieve a BHSQ
qualification. The process is not required if you want to progress to the next level/Stage.

If you have taken a Stage 4 assessment 10 or more years ago but did not achieve Stage 4 Care, Lunge, Ride
or Coach, you will be required to take the new Stage 4 unit in its entirety.

COSTS
If you are required to submit a reference from a BHS assessor, you will need to agree the fee for this with the
assessor and this will vary depending on the amount of evidence required.
