All assessments

For all assessments, it is essential that you
bring your riding hat which must meet
current safety standards. Please refer to
our ‘hat guidance’ on our website for the
current accepted standards. Gloves are
required for all assessments. Neat and
tidy clothing will make a good impression
for your assessment, as it would in any
professional equestrian workplace. For
safety reasons, any jewellery on show
should be covered up or removed and
long hair tied back. Keep an eye on the
weather and ensure you bring suitable
clothing if it is likely to be cold or raining

- this will ensure you can concentrate on
your assessment as opposed to feeling
cold or uncomfortable.

If you are riding or teaching, your riding
boots can either be long boots or short
boots with leather gaiters. Plain jodhpurs
or breeches are ideal.

When riding, we ask that for safety
reasons you avoid wearing hooded tops
and jackets, and your arms are covered to
give some protection.

You will want to feel as comfortable as
possible in an assessment therefore if you
normally wear a body protector please
feel free to wear this during your
assessment. We strongly recommend that
a body protector which meets the current
safety standard is worn for all
assessments that involve show jumping.
Current body protector guidance can be
found on our website.

For flatwork from Stage 2 and above you
can ride with a schooling whip up to 39"

For show jumping and cross country it is
recommended one whip is permitted for
show jumping and must be between
45-75cm and must not be weighted or
with a hard point at the end. The end of
the whip must be padded. The ‘pad’ must
be smooth with no protrusion or raised
surface (which included embroidery) and
be made of a shock absorbing material
throughout its circumference. Please
bring these with you to your assessment.

Any additional items to bring to your
assessment are mentioned on the
opposite page.

Stage 1, 2 and 3 Care

It's important that you're comfortable
throughout the day. Please wear suitable
footwear for handling horses and sensible
yard clothing; this may include trousers or
jodhpurs (a dark colour is more practical).
We recommend that you wear a jumper or
gilet with a polo shirt underneath; you will
need to be able to move comfortably to
complete practical tasks.

Stage 3 Ride (Jump)

For the cross country section you must
wear a body protector approved to
the current safety standards, and a
long sleeved top. You may also wear an
air jacket, this is worn at the centre’s
discretion, please check with the
assessment centre. Please note, fixed
peaks are not permitted for any cross
country jumping.

Due to
the nature of riding and the risks involved
your assessor will make a decision as to
whether it is safe for you to continue

to the jumping section. If there is any
doubt with regard to your own safety or
the horse’s safety you will be asked to
retire from the riding assessment. If your
assessor is happy for you to continue, you
will then be allocated a jump horse.

You will warm up your first horse for
jumping. Your assessor will confirm which
jump to warm up over and will usually
specify that you start by jumping a cross
pole from trot with a placing pole. This
will be followed by jumping a cross pole
from canter progressing to an upright and
eventually a spread fence. Following this
you will then jump a course of fences. You
will dismount and ride a second horse
over the same course of show jumps.

Observations 1-2.

What should | expect on the day?

There will be signs to direct you to the
briefing room and a member of our team
will be at the centre to welcome you.
Your assessor will come and meet you to
run through the process of the day and
answer any queries you may have about
the assessment. You will be allocated to
one assessor, and will stay with the same
assessor throughout the day. You will work
through each coaching session and have a
brief discussion with your assessor at the
end of each session.
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How long will the assessment take?

The assessment will last approximately
three and a half hours.

Recommendations

learners looking to be employed in the
industry also hold:

e BHS Equine Specific First Aid or First Aid
at Work (three or four day course)

e BEF Safeguarding and Protecting
Children workshop.
